By making the first lectures shorter: Linux and Unix introduction.

By trying to make the book structure clearer, to make the materials useful as a manual afterwards.

By making the lab environment more stable and robust, so that people don't have to spend too much time of

secondary issues (typically for making NFS work between the target and the host).

By adding optional exercises at the end of labs, for more experienced people who complete the labs before others.

By proposing a less ambitious agenda, so that people are not disappointed if we do not have time to cover some
topics. The agenda I proposed was a best case one, for the unusual situation when participants already have a
significant experience with (embedded) Linux.
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
